Class Description

This Senior English class is designed to help prepare you for life after high school. We (Eng. Department) restructured the entire curriculum for you to meet the needs and demands of Senior year. In this class you will be pushed to analyze literature, analyze informational texts, write in a clear and precise manner, and communicate clearly with your peers. We will also work on the requirements of Senior Seminar.   
Class Objectives

· Demonstrate the development of skills in expressing oneself through written work and through mini presentations. 
· Work effectively with peers through the writing process and through partner projects. 
· Learning fundamental principles, generalizations, or theories associated with writing.

· Develop the creative capacity to create prepared, organized, and polished pieces of work. 
· Prepare you for life after high school, help you with Senior Seminar, and provide you with opportunities for college scholarships. 

Teaching Strategies

This class will be taught using a combination of lecture, discussion, multimedia resources, written assignments, guest speakers, and performance.

Specific Expectations

· You will be required to write college entrance essays which will tie into proficiency based grading. 
· We will be focusing on a Literary Term each week with an assignment to accompany what we are studying. 

· You will be required to keep a well organized journal. Purchasing a spiral bound notebook is recommended for your English 12 journal entries.  

Late Work

Each day an assignment is turned in late you will be docked 10%. Assignments will NOT be accepted after a week has passed the original due date. Get your work done and don’t procrastinate. 
Grading

The English Department has transitioned into the proficiency based model of grading similar to the Math and Science departments. In this class, 20% of your grade is based on daily class work, homework, journals, and other day to day activities and the other 80% is based on passing specific standards which are graded on the proficiency model.
